You can see a list of what should be taught to all pupils by the end of their primary education, in Appendix 1 of
the attached policy. We teach these statements at an age appropriate level using the Coram Life Education
‘SCARF’ scheme of work to fulfil statutory requirements for relationships and health education. Statements
that are not taught at Onslow Infant School are crossed out. These statements are taught in KS2 (school years
3 to 6). Sex education is not compulsory in primary schools and is not taught at Onslow Infant School.
